Dear Sirs

In response to a notice relating to the Licensing Act 2003 regulations 2005, | wish to make a
representation against the granting of the new premises licence for Tesco Express, Former
Seven Sisters Public House, Alfriston Road, Seaford BN25 3PY on the following grounds:

|. The proposed provision of late night refreshment (23.00 to 00.00 hours) is inappropriate
in a residential area such as this which houses many retired and disabled people and families
with small children of school age. The noise created by such a late opening would be
disruptive to the community. The current local convenience store closes at 21.00 hours
(20.00 hours on Sundays) which is more in keeping with the needs of the local residents for
peace and quite during the night hours.

2. Such late night refreshment provision is not required by the local community but will
attract customers (probably younger adults) from outside the area. If this includes alcoholic
refreshments, this may induce uncivilized behaviour at closing time when they leave the
premises. There were incidents of late night vandalism when the pub was running and it is
highly probable that this will return as people will gather outside after closing time (00.00
hours), possibly continuing to drink alcohol they have purchased in the Tesco shop. This is
highly inappropriate in such a residential area on the edge of town.

3. The proposed hours for the sale of alcohol (06.00 to 00.00) throughout the week is
excessive and again highly inappropriate and will attract alcohol related disturbance and
crime at night. The current convenience store closes at 21.00 which suits a community
made up of young families, pensioners and the disabled. Currently the Tesco Express on the
main A259 in Seaford closes at | |pm. Perhaps this store on a very road in the centre of
town should remain open later, thereby allowing the proposed shop in a residential area to
comply with the needs of the local community and reduce the hours for the sale of alcohol.

NOTICE OF OBJECTION under Section 18 (7) of the Licensing Act 2003

Notice of objection is hereby given on behalf of the Chief Officer of Police for Sussex for
the above premises licence application on the grounds of the licensing objectives: prevention
of crime and disorder and prevention of public nuisance not being promoted.

The application was received on |15 January 2024. The application seeks to licence the sale
by retail of alcohol from 06:00 — 00:00, 7 days a week and the provision of late night
refreshment from 23:00-00:00, 7 days a week, with the opening hours being 06:00-00:00, 7
days a week.

East Sussex Licensing (Sussex Police) first sent communications to REDACTED — Tesco
licensing manager on 17" January 2024, the email contents was East Sussex Licensing team’s
proposed conditions at that time, and a request for their position on these proposed
conditions was asked for.

On 18" January 2024 East Sussex Licensing received an email from REDACTED - Tesco
Licensing Executive confirming receipt of the (previously mentioned) email with the proposed
conditions. REDACTED advised in his email that REDACTED was currently on annual leave
and that she would respond at the start of the next week; (week commencing 22" January
2024).

On 01 February 2024 East Sussex Licensing had not received any communication back
from Tesco licensing team, therefore a follow up email was sent to Tesco licensing team on
OI1* February 2024.

On 02nd February 2024 East Sussex Licensing received contact from REDACTED with a
number of agreed conditions that had been proposed. The outstanding points related to SIA
staff and the opening hours, which East Sussex Licensing had proposed a revision to (this
was to bring the closing time from 00:00 to 23:00, which would have made the premises
licence in line with other late night premises in the town). REDASCTED did not comment
on the proposed time revision, but did comment in relation to SIA staff and responded by
saying that SIA staff could only be provided following a risk assessment.

On 06™ February 2024 East Sussex Licensing went back to Tesco licensing team stating that
the proposal would remain relating to the revised hours of 23:00, not the original 00:00 as
applied for. East Sussex Licensing also decided to make a change to the proposal of x/ SIA on
a Thursday, Friday and Saturday 20:00-23:00 to only Friday and Saturday from 17:00-23:00 in
aim of coming closer to an agreement.

On 08" February 2024, East Sussex Licensing had not received a response back from Tesco
licensing team, therefore a follow up email was sent, due to the next day deadline of 09*
February 2024.

On the deadline date of 09" February 2024 another follow up email was sent at 08:30 as
East Sussex Licensing had still not heard anything. At 12:15 on 09 February 2024



REDACTED advised that Tesco licensing would not be in agreement to these proposals,
therefore East Sussex Licensing advised that an objection letter would therefore need to be
submitted; as an agreement could not be made between both parties.

Therefore, the Chief Officer of Police believes that with the proposed conditions not being
agreed upon, and therefore not being able to be considered by the local authority’s (Lewes
District Council) licensing team for consideration of the licence if granted, the application
and agreed conditions up to this point are not sufficient enough to promote the licensing
objectives of: the prevention of crime and disorder and the prevention of public nuisance.
